This cycle for soprano and pianist, performed by Mary Alice 
Bonhag and Paul Orgel, recorded by Dan Rome, expresses my deep empathy for decades-
long friends who lost their beloved son to an untimely death in 2018. The vocal and piano 
interpretations convey a very personal intensity of emotion, all the more because Paul 
himself is the bereaved father – it is his son, Julian, whom the music memorializes – and it 
is Julian’s mother, Sharon Lamb, whose diary entries became the basis of my lyrics. Rarely 
has there been such a collaboration.
